Invitation to Community Consultation Day at Borde Hill: Saturday 13th May 10am-3pm 

  

As you may be aware, here at Borde Hill we are developing exciting plans for our Reinventing Borde 
Hill project, which seeks to connect communities with the restorative power of nature, helping local 
people feel mentally and physically replenished and inspiring future generations through outdoor learn-
ing. We know that access to outdoor spaces has huge benefits for wellbeing, but that easily accessi-
ble community facilities and outdoor spaces can be hard to find. We’re developing plans to open up new 
areas of Borde Hill’s South Park to visitors in a sustainable and accessible way, with new facilities that 
will allow communities to learn, play, and reconnect with nature. We care passionately about our natu-
ral environment and this project will enable us to unlock 110 acres of listed heritage parkland to new 
and diverse audiences, while enhancing the biodiversity that lies within the South Park and beyond. 

  

We are working in close consultation with local groups, volunteers, and schools to develop the plans for 
this project, ensuring our local community plays a meaningful role in shaping the plans.  

  

We are hosting a Community Consultation Day at Borde Hill on Saturday 13th May from 10am-3pm, 
and would be delighted if you would join us, as we would like to share our plans with you and hear your 
thoughts and feedback.

 Displays showing the latest plans for the future of the South Park, providing an opportunity to hear 
directly from the Architects and enabling them to hear your thoughts 

 Outdoor learning and wellbeing taster activities for all ages including world seed sowing

 An opportunity to find out about Sugworth Farm, our biodynamic farm 

A fun day out in nature with food and drink available to purchase, or bring a blanket and enjoy a picnic in
